
SCHEDULE FOR OUTDOOR IRRIGATION 
DAYS/DURATION

(PER LEVEL 1 AND LEVEL 2 REQUIREMENTS)
Watering or irrigating of lawn, landscape, or other vegetated 
areas with potable water is limited to a maximum of two (2) 
days per week, as referenced in Ordinance No. 2008-18, 
Sections VII(b)(3) and VIII(b)(1), on the schedule:

EFFECTIVE JUNE 1, 2015
The State Water Board has issued an emergency order which REQUIRES 
Trabuco Canyon Water District to REDUCE WATER use by 32%.
 
The Trabuco Canyon Water District Board of Directors has declared a 
Level 2 Water Alert, which requires that you water your lawn and 
landscape no more than two days a week, and a maximum of five minutes 
per irrigation station.

Know Your Outdoor Irrigation Days
One of the easiest things you can do to help out in the drought!
 
California is in the middle of one of the worst droughts on record. To reach 
a 32% reduction in water use, the following outdoor irrigation days have 
been assigned to your community.
